CHURCH OUTREACH>>>
The Boomer Sunday School Class of Antioch (Scottsville) will offer Christmas cookies on December 13, after the Worship Service.  Donations for the cookies goes into the Boomer Fund to help the needy at Christmas.  Their 5 Loaves, 2 Fish ministry for October was their Operation Inasmuch project – they served 175 hot meals and gave out clothing.    Their food ministry meal in November served 255 individuals a hot Thanksgiving meal and gave out 92 food boxes, each containing a turkey!  Antioch did 72 shoeboxes, 16 of which were done by the Girl Scout troop that meets at the church.  The J.O.Y.(Just Older Youth) Group and church family prepared hygiene and stationery kits for the Fluvanna Women’s Prison.  Antioch is currently planning to prepare care packages to send to one of their church members serving with the military in the Middle East and his other service members.  Prayer is requested for Raymond and his family here until he returns home.  Beginning December 27, Antioch will begin their Week of Prayer – Each member signs up to pray for one hour.  This goes on around the clock for a week.  Some members come to the church to pray, others pray at home.  The  J.O.Y. group have set up an Angel Tree in the back of the worship center.  Many children have been adopted, and gifts are appearing under the tree to make their Christmases merry!   Pastor David Vogt will be going to India in February along with Malcolm Warfield and his SEED ministry.  They plan to plant a one acre garden.  Antioch is raising funds for this trip and other mission trips in 2016.  They currently have $11,000.  If you’d like to donate, please send a check to Antioch Baptist, 4422 Antioch Rd., Scottsville, VA  24590.  Please put Mission Trip Fund on the memo line of your check.  

Antioch Union is assisting a family after a member had major surgery.  The church also provided food and supplies for the football team for the Feed the Team Program twice.  

A Thanksgiving fellowship meal was held at Buckingham after worship on November 22.  There was good food, beautiful decorations, and good fellowship.  A take-out meal was prepared for the shut-ins.  

On November 9, Cedar had a “Shoebox Packing Party” aimed especially to the youth of the church so that they could get a real idea of what the shoebox ministry is all about.  There was a pizza dinner first, then the youth made a couple of items that they could include in the shoeboxes.  Each child made a copy of their handprint which was placed  in the top of the boxes, after which the kids were led in a prayer for the children who would receive the gifts.  There were 42 youngsters and helpers present and everyone there received a special blessing.  This was Cedar’s first “Packing Party”, but they pray it will not be the last as the kids were really excited about it.  72 shoeboxes were filled.  The Cedar family along with the Women on Mission distributed food, including a turkey and bag of potatoes, to five different families for Thanksgiving.  Praise the Lord for such a generous church family!  

Chestnut Grove is collecting for two local families this Christmas.  

On Sunday, November 22, First Baptist Dillwyn cooked and delivered 119 Thanksgiving dinners to many homes of the area.  FBC shared in a Veterans Day Service at the Buckingham Correction Center on Friday, November 13.  The church choir sang patriotic songs and Vic Moss, an Army veteran of the Vietnam War spoke.  Helping Hands hosted the Dakota Tribe of the Discovery School for a night of games and dinner on Thursday, November 19.  The boys and Helping Hands members all had a great time.  

Fork of Willis delivered three bags of groceries along with a turkey to four families on November 22.  They had already delivered two complete meals to the families earlier.  Fork of Willis members feel so blessed to help these families for the holidays.  

Goshen took 35 Thanksgiving plates to the shut-ins in the community.  

Jones Chapel is adopting five elderly families/individuals for Christmas and will be taking food boxes to them.  They will also participate in the Christmas Mother program in Cumberland County.  Food was given to a family in need during November and an electric bill paid for another family from the church Home Mission Fund.  They continue to assist when they are made aware of needs.  
On November 15, children and adults stayed after worship service at Jones Chapel to pack Operation Christmas Child shoe boxes.  After eating a pizza lunch, a total of 94 boxes were packed.  April Whaley delivered them to Bethlehem Baptist, the drop-off location.  Pictured below are some of those who helped pack boxes. 
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Mt. Zion fed the Buckingham Knights High School football team on Friday, November 13, before their first playoff game.  The “Feed the Knights” program was started by Matt Allen, Coach and former player, so that all the youth would have a hot meal prior to their game.  A hot meal of chicken, mashed potatoes, macaroni and cheese, green beans, rolls, and cookies was enjoyed by 32 players, 6 coaches, and 2 janitors.  The folks from Mt. Zion were impressed by the great manners exhibited by all the players who were seated and waited for Coach Gill to bless the meal prior to fixing their plates.  To go meals were also delivered to several church members who were ill.  Mt. Zion contributed to the Shoes for Christmas project for national partners of a family serving IMB.  The Youth gave $100 for a family (husband, wife, & 3 children); the Baptist Men gave $75 for another family (husband, wife, & 3 children; and  Mt. Zion’s WMU gave $100 for another family (husband, wife, & 4 children).  May God bless the work of our local family serving abroad.  Mt. Zion’s WMU took a “blue envelope” at the WMU workshop from Dee Dee Hoosier for Bland County Ministries.  The envelope they chose was 72, so they sent $72 to Bland.    Mt. Zion sent $200 to the Southwest VA Partnership, Nickelsville, VA, serving people with home repairs.   The youth packed hygiene kits for the Fluvanna Correctional Center.  Mt. Zion donated a total of 29 kits for the women at Christmas.  

The Mulberry Grove family worked on several projects in November.  Individuals packed shoeboxes for Operation Christmas Child and hygiene kits for the Fluvanna Women’s Correctional Facility.  The church delivered non perishable food items and a monetary donation to an individual who lost everything in a fire.  Members continue to minister to the community with visits, food, and calls, as well as volunteering at the bimonthly food distribution at Crystal Cathedral and attending the Hispanic Bilingual weekly Bible study.  December’s projects include the Lottie Moon Christmas Offering, collecting seeds for the SEED Ministry, doing exam care packages for Longwood and Hampden-Sydney, and contributing to the Hispanic Fiesta on December 6.  

Special prayers of dedication were offered on Sunday, November 22, for Operation Christmas Child shoebox gifts beginning their long journey to children around the world.  Rose of Sharon continues to deliver homemade soup to those who are sick or homebound, and contributes magazines to the Prison Ministry.  

Tar Wallet held their Fall fest on October 31 from 3 – 5 PM.  Over 100 people were in attendance.  At 5:00 PM, they also held a Trunk-or-Treat for the children.  Tar Wallet WMU and congregation provided 66 hygiene kits as well as many stationery items for the Fluvanna Women’s Prison Ministry.  They held a “boxing party” on November 8 to pack 200 boxes for Operation Christmas Child.

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The James River Baptist Association hosted a “Meet & Greet Muss” on Thursday, October 29, at Mulberry Grove Baptist Church.   Twenty-eight pastors and laypersons from seven area churches gathered to enjoy lunch and to hear about the “More Than Nets” partnership with Ghana Baptists.  Emmanuel Mustapha, Director of Ghana Baptists, described how teams go into the villages surrounding Yendi, Ghana,  distributing mosquito nets and the impact this ministry is making on the occurrence of malaria in that region.  He told about the church plants, the training program for indigenous pastors, and the new women’s center where local women are trained in marketable skills to impact the economic status of their families.  Muss explained how the $10/net is utilized through the More Than Nets program ( $6 – mosquito net, $2 – Education -teach them how to use the net, $1 – Transportation, $1 – Church Planting).   Muss also informed us that Virginia Baptists have already donated 63,000 nets during the time of our partnership with Ghana Baptists, planted hundreds of churches, and seen thousands come to know the Lord and be baptized.   He asked that we “pray, go, and give”.   A donation of $400 (40 nets) was made by JRBA to More Than Nets.  Some individuals also sent donations to the project.  It was a good time of fellowship and learning.

· CORRECTION TO THE SUMMARY OF THE JRBA FALL MEETING – specifically, information on the IMB  was misstated in the summary:  “IMB president David Platt announced Thursday that the agency needs to cut at least 600 missionaries and staff in order to balance its budget.  Those cuts are needed to make up for a $21 million deficit for 2015.  The first of the cuts will come from voluntary retirements, followed by a restructuring.  Overall, the IMB could release as many as 800 employees, according to a FAQ posted on the IMB’s website.  Currently, the IMB has about 450 staff and about 4,700 missionaries overseas, down from 5,600 in 2009.  Platt said earlier this year the total number of missionaries would likely drop to about 4,200 – a 25% decline from 2009.”  (From Christianity Today, 8/27/15, and the 2016 IMB Fiscal Resources Strategy Plan.)

The JRBA WMU held their Fall Workshop on Sunday, October 11, at Buckingham Baptist with 40 people present.  Nancy Morris, Chestnut Grove, provided the special music and Rev. Doug Adams, Buckingham, led in a short devotional after welcoming the group.  Dee Dee Hoosier, Director, Bland Ministry Center, presented an overview of the many ministries offered at the center, including the food bank which serves many people in the area and surrounding counties.  This is a lifesaver for the families who are either unemployed or underemployed.  There is a clothes closet which provides clothing for many school children as well as adults.  Ministry teams volunteer all summer, helping with construction projects for elderly people in the area who cannot afford the needed repairs.  The Dental Clinic provides much needed dental help for those who qualify.  Our association has taken a team for the last two summers.  They have assisted at the Ministry Center, the Dental Clinic, and with various home repairs.  Some at the workshop were interested in volunteering for our next trip in May, 2016.  There are many needs in this depressed area. 

The Associational WMU World Day of Prayer was held at First Baptist Dillwyn on November 2 in conjunction with our sister Africa American churches under the leadership of Betty Toney and Marie Gillespie.  It was the 10-year anniversary of the event and to commemorate the occasion, a letter, composed by Marie Gillespie, was sent to all the churches involved, explaining the occasion and the history of the World Day of Prayer.  An offering envelope was enclosed requesting that each church make a donation to the many ministries of the North American Baptist Women’s Association.  The offering was the largest ever in the amount of $445.00.  The meeting was memorable in that all former participants in the WDP programs were recognized and given a bookmark by Mrs. Gillespie, with the inscription, “I’m Appreciated”.  

The new theme for the next five years is “Arise, Shine:  When we rise up He shines through.”  Isaiah 60:1.  The new theme was explained by Betty Toney and the poster, donated by Valeria and Frank Breault, was explained by Marie Gillespie.  Pastor John Moxley presented a devotional based on the scripture from Isaiah.    A highlight of the program was the skit by Ruby Gray and Valeria and Frank Breault based on Luke 4:38-39 when Jesus healed Peter’s mother-in-law and straight-way she arose and served them.  We are saved to serve!

Rev. Ilie Coada, a Baptist minister from Moldova, was portrayed by Rev. Michael Khol, Mulberry Grove.  We learned that Rev. Coada has devoted his life and resources to preventing young girls from becoming victims of human trafficking.  Mrs. Marion D. Scott portrayed Sela Koiya, from Papua, New Guinea, detailing her battle with TB and the HIV virus.  After the testimonies, the group retired to the fellowship hall to pray in small groups for the needs of each continent.  There were 34 present for the program.  

I also want to thank the different groups who gave money for the Shoes for Christmas project for national leaders in partnership with a local family serving IMB.  They send their thanks.  Gift certificates will be presented to the leaders at their Christmas Party.  

Also, thank you to Arvon, Buckingham, First Baptist Dillwyn, Mulberry Grove, Mt. Zion, Rocky Mt. UMC, and Barry Miles who contributed prescription bottles for The Malawi Project.  The Malawi Project is an organization out of Indiana that collects and ships used prescription bottles to Malawi.  The doctors and pharmacies there don’t have enough resources and are often forced to hand out pills wrapped in paper.  Someone in Abingdon was our go-between in helping with this project.  A special “Thank You” to Les & Skippy Brown for transporting the bottles to Bland to be picked up.
