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Antioch (Scottsville) held VBS June 22 – 26, with 119 enrolled, counting the 24 workers.  Their average attendance was 100.  One individual accepted Jesus as Savior!  The offering of $578 was given to a local ministry, Advancing the Kingdom.   
Antioch Union held VBS July 12 – 16, with 35 enrolled.  Their average daily attendance was 30.  An offering of $110 was given to the Baptist Children’s Home.

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OPERATION INASMUCH EVENTS

The Operation InAsMuch event scheduled for September 26, 2015, was successfully carried out with a wide variety of projects on a rainy Saturday as well as others rescheduled because of the weather.  Groups set up tents or changed locations to be able to move forward with the missions blitz.  The JRBA churches as well as Spreading God’s Gifts worked cooperatively to complete 64 projects with 432+ volunteers in the counties of Buckingham, Cumberland, Nelson, and Fluvanna.  Rev. Michael Khol compiled a slide presentation from photos sent of various projects.  This presentation was shown at the 2015 Annual Fall Meeting at Antioch (Scottsville).

Antioch (Scottsville) Five Loaves & Two Fish Ministry fed over 175 meals on Saturday, October 24.  They served green beans, mac ‘n cheese with ham and desserts – a nice hot meal. The children enjoyed a bounce house, games, face painting, decorating pumpkins, and balloons with Buckingham’s very own clowns.  Children and adults enjoyed horse rides in the afternoon.  It was a day full of fun and fellowship for all.  

Cedar sponsored a team in the Walk for Life 5K on October 24 to benefit the Pregnancy Support Center of Southside Virginia.  This walk took place at the High Bridge Trail in Farmville.  The Women on Mission are planning a “packing party” on Monday, November 9.  The children and youth of the church will come for a pizza dinner and then pack shoeboxes for the Operation Christmas Child.  Tom and Karen Murray (Cedar) are currently collecting the church’s used Sunday School books to send to a ministry in Africa.  

Fitzgerald Memorial had their Fall Festival & Brunswick Stew on Saturday, October 24.  The proceeds will benefit the Lottie Moon Christmas Offering and a local mission.  That evening everyone went on a hayride and came back to a bonfire to eat hot dogs and s’mores.  It was a lot of fun thanks to Jack, Mike, and Cody Ingle.

Jones Chapel’s 2nd Annual Family Fun Festival was held on October 24, from 11 AM – 3 PM.  After months of planning, getting supplies, prizes, and food together, they had a wonderful time again this year as they watched children play all the games, bounce on the inflatables, paint pumpkins, get their faces painted, and run and play.  The adults had a few outside games, as well as Bingo and the opportunity to shop with the vendors.  Perry & Mark Chambliss made BBQ chicken which was for sale, but there was plenty of free food – hotdogs, chips, cookies and drinks.  The yard sale was a huge success – proceeds were put toward the cost of the festival and the Youth Fund.  Everyone worked hard to make it a successful event.

Members are now collecting medicine bottle for a WMU in Abingdon.  These will be sent to a third world country.  Nonperishable food items are being donated for an older man who lost everything in a fire, and the preparation of OCC shoeboxes is also underway. 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Rev. Vogt Ministers in India

Rev. Dave Vogt, Antioch (Scottsville), just returned from Rayport, India, where he and Jason Hamilton, missionary to Malaysia, taught at a four day Pastors’ Conference for 45 indigenous Indian pastors.  The trip was sponsored by The Bridge Foundation, an organization working to bridge the world for Christ, and working in partnership with Penniel Rescue Ministries.  Pastor Dave serves on the board of The Bridge Foundation and said that the 5 member team enjoyed a very encouraging time.  He is planning a follow up trip to India in February, 2016, to Oddisha, India. 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JRBA Executive Board Summary

October 12, 2015

Moderator, Rev. Jimmy Dunn, opened the meeting with a devotional message.  He spoke on Philippians 1:3 – 6.  Noting that Paul wrote while in jail, he was still leading people to Christ.  Just as Paul always had a tender spot for the people at Phillippi, Rev. Dunn loves the faithful laborers of the JRBA.  Referencing verse 6, “He who began a good work in you…”, we need to continue the good work in JRBA.  The association was started in 1832, has had its ups and downs, highs and lows, but has remained faithful and pressed on.  He encouraged us to continue to do so.  He is thankful for all the recent missions and ministries of JRBA.  He noted that our OIAM event showed that we were faithful even in inclement weather.  So many good things have been done:  Stop Hunger Now Meal Packing events, Hispanic work, Bland Mission Teams.  He challenged us to keep going forward and to press on to the high ground for Jesus.  We may have a small, limited budget, but by banding together we can accomplish much for our Lord.  Jimmy then had a prayer of thanks for what we’ve done in the past and that God will make us open to new endeavors, always loving God and moving forward.  

The meeting was called to order and Frank Breault, Clerk, had the roll call of churches.  There were 21 in attendance from 10 member churches.  The minutes of the July meeting were presented and approved.  Tommy Joe Steger, Jr., Treasurer, presented the Quarterly Treasurer’s Report.  As of September 30, 2015, the JRBA Checking Account had a balance of $23,586.49 (corrected to $23,599.49).  This balance includes the following designated funds:  Hispanic Ministry - $850.82, Local Mission + Impact VA - $258.04, Youth Encounter - $ 400.00 (corrected), Stop Hunger Now - $380.00, and Additional Missions Fund - $978.00.  The Certificate of Deposit balance is $4,117.19.  Total receipts for the quarter were $4,806.64.  Total disbursements were $5,230.52 (corrected to $5,217.52).  Corrections were due to recording errors, not discrepancies in funds.  The report was approved.  Next, Tommy Joe presented the Finance Committee’ Report and the Proposed Budget for 2015-2016.  The Total Proposed Budget remains the same as for 2014-2015, but with the following changes/additions:  Christian Education & Training was lowered from $250 to $200.  Director of Missions Expenses were lowered from $500 to $250.  This line item provides mileage/or other necessary expenses for a Director of Missions or the Moderator.  Mission Trips (Individuals & Groups) was lowered from $2,000 to $1,800.  Bland Ministries was added as a new line item.  $500 will be divided equally between the Bland County Ministry Center and the Bland Ministry Dental Clinic.  The total for payroll expenses remains the same, but the Finance Committee recommended that the secretary’s hourly rate be increased by 5% (from $11.00/hour to $11.55/hour).  The Proposed Budget was approved for presentation to messengers at the JRBA Annual Fall Meeting. (See attached copy of Proposed Budget at the end of the newsletter.)  

Mrs. Betty Toney presented the John E. Mann, Sr. Emergency Benevolence Fund Quarterly Report.  From July 1 – September 30, 2015, three families were assisted with overdue electric bills and 1 family received a donation after losing everything in a house fire.  Total Disbursements = $400.00.  There were no contributions during the quarter.  The checking account balance was $2,586.99.  The report was approved.  

Jimmy then gave his Moderator’s Comments.  He noted that Rev. David Vogt had returned from India and was currently in Texas.  He mentioned the new pastors in the association:  Rev. David Peppler at Fitzgerald Memorial and Rev. Richard Tuttle who will start in November at Jones Chapel.  He presented the list of JRBA nominees to the new BGAV Mission Council:  Rev. Perry Clore, Rev. Jimmy Dunn, Rev. Doug Adams, Christ Moss, and Judy Ownby.  Gwynn Tyler will complete his current term.  These nominees will be voted on at the BGAV Annual Meeting being held in Richmond on November 9 – 11.  He encouraged everyone to attend the sessions and to pray for the BGAV.  There were no other officers’ reports.  

Jimmy then gave the Missions Committee report.  He stressed that we need to continue on with what we’ve been doing.  He 

encouraged everyone to give as much as you can for Stop Hunger Now by the end of October.  March 15 (later changed to March 21) was set for the deadline for churches to send in their contributions for our next meal packing event scheduled for May 1, 2016.  This will allow time for a request to BGAV for additional funds for the event.  

Jimmy also mentioned that the Hispanic Ministry is going well and asked Rev. Michael Khol to comment on that.  Michael mentioned that the families involved in the Bi-Lingual Bible study are attending church.  The conversations there are deeper spiritually and relationships are being built.  He has been to the prison a couple of times and will hold regular Spanish worship services on Sunday nights as soon as his clearance goes through.  Jimmy also announced the Christmas Fiesta planned for December 7 (later changed to Dec. 6) at Buckingham Baptist.  Jimmy and Michael will visit the New Canton Hispanics before the event.  Betty announced that the Miller children will be singing again this year.  Buckingham will furnish tacos and all the trimmings and others in attendance should bring side dishes and/or desserts.  A motion was made, seconded, and approved to furnish $100 from the Hispanic Ministry fund to help Buckingham with the food expenses.  

The Program Committee presented the program for the Fall Meeting.  They recommended that the offering be split equally between the BGAV Syrian Refugee Crisis and the JRBA Local Missions Fund.  The Program and recommendation were approved as presented.  Valeria Breault, Operation InAsMuch Committee Chair, reported on the mission blitz held on Sept. 26.  Even though we experienced inclement weather, most churches adjusted and carried out their projects or plan to do so at a different time.  There were 63 projects completed with over 400 volunteers from our churches involved.  There was a wide variety of activities completed (see list earlier in the newsletter).  There was a great deal of excitement.  Terry Towler, Nominating Committee Chair, presented Rev. David Vogt as the Disaster Relief Coordinator as the position is vacant due to Rev. Russell Threet’s departure.  The board approved the change in the slate of officers for 2015-2016.  

Under old business, Rev. Michael Khol told us about the new JRBA web site.  It is up and running.  It cost $146 to initiate and the annual fee will be $12/year.  He asked that everyone check it out and give him feedback.  It is very functional and easy to navigate.  Under New Business, Michael presented a request to serve JRBA as a spokesperson to the churches in the hopes of getting more involvement in all aspects of JRBA ministry.  He would like to visit the churches on Wednesday nights to talk about JRBA, answer questions, and encourage participation. A motion was made that he proceed as spokesperson; it was seconded and approved. He hopes to get a contact in each of the churches and will begin visiting churches in February, 2016.   If anyone would like to go with him he would welcome them.  In other new business,   Rev. Perry Clore. on behalf of the Missions Committee, made a motion that JRBA give $300 to the BGAV More Than Nets program and $300 to BGAV Disaster Relief for Carolina Flooding.  The motion was seconded and approved.  These donations will come from the Additional Missions Fund.  

Jimmy announced that there will be a Meet & Greet with Emmanuel Mustapha at Mulberry Grove on October 29 and encouraged everyone to come out and learn more about the BGAV More Than Nets program that provides mosquito nets in Africa.  Through this venture, many churches are being planted and many individuals are coming to Christ.  The check from JRBA will be presented to “Muss” at the gathering.  Mulberry Grove will provide lunch for the participants.  Please send in a count from your church by October 26.  

A motion was made, seconded and approved to adjourn the meeting.  The meeting was closed with prayer.  
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JRBA 183rd Annual Fall Meeting Summary

October 15 2015

The 183rd Annual Fall Meeting of the James River Baptist Association met at Antioch Baptist Church on Thursday, October 15, 2015.  The theme for the meeting was Now to Him who is able to do immeasurably more than all we ask or imagine, according to His power that is at work within us, to Him be glory in the church and in Christ Jesus throughout all generations, forever and ever.  Amen.  Ephesians 3:20-21 (NIV)  As the 62 messengers from 14 member churches registered and chatted, slides were looping of various OIAM projects and other mission endeavors from 2015. 

The opening hymn was The Bond of Love.  Mr. Hans Carter, Antioch, then gave a word of welcome and quoted Matthew 18:20:  For where two or three come together in my name, there am I with them.  He noted that God is with us in our gathering and will rejoice with us in our worship.   Rev. Jimmy Dunn, Moderator, called the meeting to order and Frank Breault, Clerk, had the roll call of churches.  The program was presented and approved.  

Dr. Jeff Cranford brought greetings from BGAV, told us about his new granddaughter (with obvious pride), and thanked us for the opportunity to visit JRBA again.  Jeff then reminded everyone that the Virginia Baptist Mission Board no longer exists.  Virginia Baptists are now the Baptist General Association of Virginia and the governance lies with an Executive Board, advised through the new BGAV Mission Council.  This new model will be a more efficient approach, streamline the work of Virginia Baptists, and meet challenges of the future.  The transition will continue at the BGAV Annual Meeting in November when the new Mission Council nominees will be approved.  He expressed appreciation for the response by JRBA in submitting names and the willingness of those individuals to serve in this capacity.  (Rev. Doug Adams, Rev. Perry Clore, Rev. Jimmy Dunn, Chris Moss, and Judy Ownby are new nominees and Gwynn Tyler will be completing his term.)  They will join 9 others, from Central and Piedmont Associations, to represent our Region on the Mission Council whose main purpose is to advise the Executive Board and act as liaisons between BGAV and the association/churches.  

The ministry aspect of the BGAV is also changing somewhat.  There will now be 5 hubs throughout the state, combining some regions.  Jeff will now serve as Field Strategist for a larger area.  Jeff encouraged attendance at the BGAV Annual Meeting in November.  The focus will be on how churches can reach folks in these changing times.  The meeting will meet in a church for the first time in 30 years, appropriately in the same church it first met in, Second Baptist of Richmond.  He reminded us that the Regional Meetings will occur during the Breakout time on Tuesday afternoon.  

Judy Ownby led us in remembering our deceased members for 2014-2015.  She shared Philippines 1:3-6 and then read the names of faithful members who have gone on to be with the Lord.  Judy then led in a prayer of remembrance.  

Most of the reports were in written form in a Book of Reports.  The Time/Place/Preacher Report was given:  The 184th Semi-Annual Meeting of the JRBA will be held on Thursday, May 12, 2016, at Antioch Union Baptist Church.  The meeting will begin with supper, followed by worship.  The 184th Annual Fall Meeting will be held on Thursday, October 20, 2016, at Arvon Baptist Church.  

Rev. Jimmy Dunn then gave the Moderator’s Report.  He commented on the blessing of serving as Moderator and being in the member churches for the past two years.  He has especially enjoyed the commitment to missions of JRBA and how everyone has worked together to accomplish much for Jesus.  He thanked Phyllis for her work for JRBA.  He mentioned the faithfulness of JRBA in carrying out OIAM projects despite inclement weather, completing 64 projects with over 400 volunteers pitching in to serve our neighbors and friends.  He expressed gratitude for the way Spreading God’s Gifts works with us on local projects.  He thanked Valeria Breault for her leadership on the Operation Inasmuch Committee.  He asked Rev. Michael Khol to update everyone on the Hispanic Ministry (Bi-Lingual Bible Study and new Spanish Worship at the Buckingham Correctional Center) and thanked him for his leadership of the Pastors’ Huddle.  He announced the Christmas Fiesta scheduled for December 6 and encouraged everyone to invite Hispanics from the area. Jimmy mentioned the successful Stop Hunger Now meal packing event in May, 2015 and thanked everyone for their generous giving ($5500 + $500 from BGAV) allowed us to pack 20,690 meals. He encouraged everyone to get their contributions in early for our next SHN event planned for May 1, 2016.  Our goal is to raise $7,000 for that event.  He mentioned the willingness of JRBA folks t0 go on mission – both individuals and youth groups.  Jimmy then asked Gwynn Tyler to give a word from the BGAV Mission Council and to tell a bit about the More Than Nets partnership with Ghana Baptists.  Gwynn reiterated how the Mission Council will function and described the work of the More Than Nets program in Ghana (distributing mosquito nets, planting churches, and spreading the Gospel).  He mentioned the Meet & Greet with Emmanuel Mustapha to be held on October 29 and encouraged everyone to attend.    

Jimmy then presented the Finance Committee’s Report and Proposed Budget for 2015-2016.  He went over the changes and additions to the budget. (See summary of Executive Board Meeting – p. 9)  He noted that the total budget will remain the same, $ 24,671.00.  The budget was approved as presented. (See page 13.)  The Slate of Officers was presented and it was noted that Rev. Dave Vogt has agreed to be the new Disaster Relief Coordinator since Rev. Russel Threet has left.  This addition to the Slate of Officers was approved.  

The BOOK OF REPORTS was presented for approval.  A motion was made, seconded and approved.  Rev. Michael Khol gave an update on the new JRBA web site.  He encouraged everyone to visit the site and give feedback.  He noted the functionality of the site and the convenience of the map to locate our churches.  The web site also lists each church’s services for those who want to visit or are looking for a church.  He noted that the slide show seen today would be posted to the site.  Office location and hours is available on the site as is a list of officers and committees.

Next, Rev. Tim Scott requested to present the 2014 Lottie Moon Awards.  Before presenting the awards, he spoke about the IMB and its re-structuring which will take place in three phases, reducing the missionaries on the field from 800 to 300.  Tim noted that this reduction is directly related to the decline in giving to the Cooperative Program.  Tim congratulated Tar Wallet on its faithfulness to missions and its generous giving to the Lottie Moon Offering.  Tar Wallet was awarded certificates for being JRBA’s Top Giving Church and Top per Capita Giving Church for 2014 to the Lottie Moon Christmas Offering for International Missions.
