Since we will be packaging more meals than ever, we will need more volunteers than ever to meet at the Maysville Baptist Multi-Purpose Center on Sunday, May 1, at 3:00 PM to help package these meals.  We will also need several volunteers from each church to help unload the truck and set things up at 2:00 PM.  I look forward to a great aftgernoon of mission work with you.
II. Our Bland Mission Trip will take place May 15 – 21, 2016.  Please pray that our mission team will bless many lives in very special ways and that we will experience the blessing that comes from serving others in Jesus’s name.  (See page 2 for ways you can support this mission effort.)
III. Disaster Relief – We sincerely thank each individual and each of our churches for your help in response to the tornado in the Evergreen area of Appomattox. Antioch (Scottsville) had several members who participated in the Walk for Life in Charlottesville on April 16 to raise funds for the Pregnancy Center.  Kevin and Beth Helms organized the Antioch walkers team.  Over $100,00 was raised in all!  Laura Vogt, Jenni Clore and Angela Bishop will be leaving on a mission trip to Honduras on May 21.  The April 5 Loaves & 2 Fish Ministry Meal provided a lunch of turkey sandwiches with chips, fruit, and dessert to everyone who came in and 76 food boxes were given out.  The church provided items for firefighters battling a large fire – Kristie Via delivered the items.  Antioch is also collecting items for a troop in Irag and seeds for Malcolm Warfield’s seed ministry.  
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Buckingham has a team of 8 going to Impact VA – Saluda in July.  There will be two adults and six teens on the team.  

Enon held a fundraiser for Relay for Life on April 10.  They had an excellent turnout and raised $406.  Everyone enjoyed great fellowship and refreshments!

First Baptist Dillwyn’s children presented “Noah’s Ark” on April 17.  It was a success with 115 in attendance!  FBC has been, and continues to be, involved in the tornado relief work in the Evergreen area of Appomattox through giving ($500 from a mission fund and $150 from the men’s prayer breakfast group – FBC, White Hall Methodist, and Bethlehem Baptist churches). They are also sending many needed items, including several furniture items, to the distribution center at Evergreen Baptist Church.  One FBC member spent a Saturday morning helping at the center.  FBC plans to receive a love offering on Sunday, May 1, to help with the continuing recovery work.   

Jones Chapel is making plans for the July Mission Trip to WV and school supplies are being collected to distribute to children in need.  Please pray for the volunteers as they minister and teach.  Jones Chapel is also continuing to collect items for Operation Christmas Child  and their goal this year is to pack 100 shoeboxes.  

Mt. Zion ‘s WMU sponsored 10 Longwood and Hampton Sydney BSU students at $10 each. 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JRBA Executive Board Summary

April 11, 2016

Moderator, Marilyn Snoddy, opened the meeting with some inspirational words based on Exodus 34:14.  Do  not worship any

other god, for the Lord, whose name is Jealous, is a jealous God.
God’s name is Jealous!  When Moses went up on the mountain and received the tablets, the people were soon worshipping the  golden calf.  The people took their eyes off the one true God and began worshipping idols.  Do we also do that?  When we take our eyes off of God, we begin to worship other things.  We need to keep our eye on God, worshipping Him and giving Him the glory!  We had such a good start to our Stop Hunger Now event by holding the Chris Lewis concert, worshipping and praising God together.  We should do that with every event, taking the time to honor and praise God.  “We” are not accomplishing things, God is, and He deserves the praise.  Hopefully, we will include worship and praise in connection with our Operation InAsMuch event this year, too.  Marilyn then closed with prayer for God to help us stay focused on Him and His will. 

The meeting was called to order and Frank Breault, Clerk,  had the roll call of churches.  There were 26 in attendance from 11 member churches.  The minutes of the January Executive Board Meeting were presented and approved.  Tommy Joe Steger, Jr., Treasurer, gave the quarterly Treasurer’s Report.  As of March 31, 2016, the JRBA Checking Account had a balance of $36,281.00.  This balance includes the following designated monies:  Additional Missions Fund - $278.00, Youth Encounter - $400.00, Local Missions - $170.04, Hispanic Ministry - $920.42, and Stop Hunger Now - $9,197.42.  Total receipts for the quarter were $13,056.00 (including Stop Hunger Now).  Total Disbursements were $8,409.37 (including $100 to Antioch’s Flint, Michigan Water Project, $400 to BGAV Disaster Response-Appomattox, and $175.20 for mileage, Hispanic Ministry).  The Treasurer’s Report was approved.   Tommy Joe noted that additional funds had been received for Stop Hunger Now and the new total is $9,448.76.  Funds will be accepted through April 25.  

Mrs. Betty Toney presented the Benevolence Fund report for the quarter.  Two individuals were provided lodging (domestic disputes), two families received donations after losing everything in house fires), four families have been assisted with overdue electric bills, one family was assisted with a Food Lion voucher to provide food, and a donation of $25 was made to the Dillwyn Fire Department as it serves the JRBA office area.  Disbursements totaled $754.60.  Contributions totaled $836.52.  The checking account balance (3/31/16) stood at $3,418.91.

The report was approved.  

Marilyn then gave the Moderator’s Report   She welcomed Rev. and Mrs. Geoff Bruschi (Arvon) and Rev. and Mrs. Don Campbell (Mt. Zion).  She updated us on the upcoming Stop Hunger Now event scheduled for May 1.  Additional funds have come in and our updated total (as of April 11) is $9,448.76 – this will pack 32,582 meals.    The World Hunger Fund of the Baptist General Association of Virginia donated $500 to our event.  With the packing of more meals, we will need more volunteers so she asked that everyone encourage folks in their churches to participate.  Funds and the number of volunteers from your church are due to the JRBA office by Monday, April 25.  Marilyn updated us on the Bland Mission Trip planned for May 15 – 21.  We have 13 signed up and have room for 2 more to participate.  The team will work with food ministry, clothing ministry, dental clinic, and the construction team will be doing at least two handicapped ramps.  Items being collected (plastic bags, peanut butter, Campbell’s soup labels, dental floss, copy paper, and men’s jeans in large sizes) are due to the JRBA office by May 9.                                                                          7
