Church Outreach
Buckingham donated $260 towards the BGAV Disaster Relief  (West Virginia) and $205 to WMUV for Standing Rock mission efforts.  They also donated pop top canned foods from their food pantry,  along with additional cans purchased for the event,  and some storage tubs for the Antioch Union collection  for West VA.  

Cedar’s choir and church family visited Heritage Hall on July 27,  for a time of fellowship and singing songs of praise with the residents.    The Women on Mission, along with the church family, are helping several families with Back-to-School supplies.

The focus for August and September will be preparation for the Operation InAsMuch Mission Blitz on September 24.  
Undie Sunday at Sharon was a big success, and the children of Standing Rock Sioux Reservation are already enjoying their new socks, underwear, etc.  Special offerings were collected to assist with relief efforts for those affected by recent flooding in western Virginia and  West Virginia.  Current efforts are focused on collecting school supplies for local children.  Rose of Sharon continues visiting and delivering soup to those who are sick or homebound, and collecting religious study material for donation to the prison ministry.  

Tar Wallet made a contribution to the Samaritan’s Purse to be targeted for the Greatest Journey Program.  This is a twelve week program that teaches children about Jesus.  Tar Wallet also contributed Sunday School literature for the Hope Aglow Prison Ministry.

Antioch (Scottsville) held its VBS June 27 – July 1.  They enrolled 147 with 30 faculty leaders and 109 children/teens and eight adults.  Their average daily attendance was 135.  Jenni Clore served as the Director and they used  Lifeway’s Submerged:  Finding Truths Below the Surface curriculum.  Their offering of $860 was given to Pastor Joshua Kara, Peniel Ministries, Odisha, India, for his work there.

Arvon had VBS July 11 – 14.  They had a Kickoff event on July 10 and a Closing ceremony on July 15.  They enrolled 48, with 20 workers and 28 children, Preschool through Grade 6. BGAV Central Regional Meeting
Fourteen folks from JRBA attended the BGAV Central Regional Meeting on Wednesday, July 20, 2016, held at Scottsville Baptist Church.  Dr. Jeff Cranford, Field Strategist, served as the facilitator.  Attending were Rev. Jimmie Beale and his wife, Adele (Antioch Union), Betty Toney (Buckingham), Rev. Jimmy Dunn and Rev. John Moxley (First Baptist Dillwyn), Judy and Carol Ownby (Jones Chapel), Marilyn Snoddy (Mt. Zion), Gwynn and Phyllis Tyler, Frank and Valeria Breault, and Rev. Michael Khol (Mulberry Grove), and Rev. Perry Clore (Sharon).  There were 4 in attendance from Central Virginia Association and one from the Piedmont Association.

During a time of introduction and getting acquainted, each person was asked to share a bit about themselves, the church and association they represented, and something fun about their lives.  Some interesting stories ensued and smiles and laughter were shared as everyone got to know one another better.  A delicious lunch was arranged by Scottsville Baptist and provided by the Baptist General Association of Virginia.  Everyone enjoyed delicious salad, pasta, bread, and pastries.

After lunch, Jeff asked the BGAV Mission Council members in attendance to reflect on their experience on the new Mission Council as we transition into the first full year of its role in the governance of the BGAV.  Judy Ownby shared that she has thoroughly enjoyed learning more about what Virginia Baptists are doing in our state and around the world and how we can learn from one another and help one another.  Rev. Perry Clore compared his former experience on the Virginia Baptist Mission Board and his current position on the Mission Council.  He feels that now the members can more readily share their thoughts and there is a better “flow” of information.  Gwynn Tyler commented on the privilege of meeting other Virginia Baptists and how serving on the Mission Council has expanded his knowledge of the leadership.  He is pleased that the Mission Council nominates individuals from around the state to serve on the Executive Board.  Rev. Jillian Andrzjewski noted that the communication from the BGAV is now more readily accessible through the BGAV web site, the daily blog, and the quarterly magazines sent to each church.

Jeff reminded everyone that one reason for the meeting was to consider individuals from the Central Region to place in nomination to the Mission Council at the BGAV Annual Meeting in November.  Qualifications include:  membership in a BGAV affiliated church that gives annually to the Virginia portion of the BGAV budget and  willingness to serve and attend two meetings per year of the Mission Council (one at the BGAV Annual Meeting in November and one in the spring).  A church can only have one individual on the Mission Council at a time.  The Executive Board wants to be sure there is ample opportunity for individuals to be nominated to the Mission Council and that it be representative of BGAV churches and regions.  Jeff wants to be sure people who accept this opportunity really want to be involved and can be a conduit of information for the churches and associations.  Our region needs to have 5 individuals nominated in November to replace those rotating off or completing their terms.  Additionally, we need one individual to complete the unexpired term of a member who has left BGAV.  Each of the associations have been contacted and the following individuals meet the qualifications and have agreed to serve if nominated and elected at the annual meeting:

· Rev. Jillian Andrzjewski, Central Virginia, will transition from a 1-year term to a full 3-year term.
· Rev. David Clay, Piedmont, will transition from a 1-year term to a full 3-year term.

· Jeanette McCloud, Central Virginia, will transition from a 1-year term to a full 3-year term.

· Marilyn Snoddy, James River, will serve a full 3-year term.

· Greg McCormack, Piedmont, will serve a full 3-year term.

· Rev. Gary Anderson, Piedmont, will complete the unexpired term for Rev. Doug Adams.

These individuals will round out the 15 members of the Mission Council from our region.  Along with those still on the council and those who are eligible to serve a second term, there will be five council members from each of the three associations in our region.  Nominations will be made at the Annual Meeting during the breakout session on Tuesday.  Additional nominations can be made from the floor during the breakout session as well as by the body at the General Session on Wednesday when the Mission Council nominees will be elected.  The group agreed that these individuals should be presented as nominees at the regional meeting in November. 

Additionally, topics were discussed for the remainder of the time allotted for our regional meeting at the BGAV Annual Meeting.  Some suggestions included sharing the cultural character of our region, sharing what’s working in similar small rural churches, hearing from someone who has an effective ministry in place, learning about the statistics around current church culture, and hearing from BGAV leadership ways that they can help the small, struggling, rural church.  Rev. Katie McKown noted that we need encouragement and ideas.  It was also noted that there is a gap in services provided, especially for the small, rural church, with active memberships under 100.  After discussion, it was decided that an individual from each association would present a short bio on their association and what is currently being effective.  Rev. Don Harvey, Rev. Perry Clore, Rev. Michael Khol, and Rev. Katie McKown will work together to coordinate this presentation.  Jeff also noted that one of his goals for the region is to have more opportunities to get together.

Those who could stayed to see a preview of the upcoming movie, The Insanity of God, provided by the James River Baptist Association.  The movie, put out by B. H. Publishing and the International Mission Board, will be shown in theaters on August 30.    A survey was taken by those who previewed the screening.   (Several of our pastors were in attendance as this took the place of their regular monthly Pastors’ Huddle:  Rev. Jimmy Dunn, Rev. Jimmie Beale, Rev. John Moxley, Rev. Perry Clore, and Rev. Michael Khol.)
