V.B.S. REPORTS   

Antioch Union held its VBS July 13 – 16.  They enrolled 40  with 17 faculty and 23 students, from preschool through adults.  Their average daily attendance was 32.  They used Barnyard Roundup by Concordia.  They collected $150 for Hope Tree Family Services.  

First Baptist Dillwyn held Children’s VBS June 27 – July 1 with 87 enrolled.  They had 42 workers and 45 students.  Their average attendance was 83 and they used Cave Quest:  Following Jesus, The Light of the World curriculum.  Directors were Melissa Wood and Christy Jamerson.  $245 was collected for Samaritan’s Purse.   FBC also conducted Youth VBS on July 17 – 21.  They had 19 youth and 14 leaders enrolled with an average attendance of 26.  Melissa Wood was the Director.

They collected school supplies for an orphanage through the SEEDS Ministry.  They studied LifeWay’s Submerged:  Finding Truths Below the Surface.  

Tar Wallet’s VBS was held August 1 – 5 with 18 workers and 23 students.  21 students had perfect attendance!  They used 

LifeWay’s Submerged curriculum.  The children collected 55 pounds of coins, equalling $308 for Operation Christmas Child.

When it is, I will enter the information online and we can plan to meet before next year for a training on the new system.  I appreciate your understanding and hard work!  I look forward to again having 100% of our churches reporting.   The deadline for reporting to me is October 20.
· ATTENTION YOUTH LEADERS:  Danny Quirin is the new Youth Minister in Residence for the BGAV.  In this position he will serve as an ambassador to BGAV church in their youth ministry-related matters; respond to inquiries and requests from BGAV churches and staff related to youth ministry; and coordinate the BGAV annual youth ministry training event, which will be in May. · BGAV has scholarships available for students from cooperating churches of the BGAV who need aid in financing their education at one of the BGAV-partnering Academies (Fork Union Military Academy, Hargrave Military Academy, or Oak Hill Academy.  
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· Southwestern Baptist Theological Seminary is preparing for “Revive This Nation 2017, an evangelistic program design to serve Southern Baptists as a catalyst for revival.  If a church would like to participate in this initiative, you will need to complete the Church Application Form, available online at http://www.swbts.edu/rtn.  The basic features of the Revive This Nation Program are as follows:

· Southwestern Seminary recruits churches to hold revival meetings in the spring and pays for the roundtrip transportation for preachers to these churches.

· The host church provides meals, lodging, and local transportation for the preacher while they are on the ground

· Revival meetings generally begin on Sunday morning and end on Wednesday evening, March 12 – 15, 2017, although alternative formats are available if this schedule is not an option. 

· The preacher partners with the host church to engage lost people from the lcoal community through evangelism during the weekdays.

· Disaster Relief Responses:
· A BGAV team arrived in Baton Rough on Sunday, August 21, to begin cleanup efforts.  Additional teams are being assembled and will be going.  When teams enter a home, they must remove every wet item which cannot be cleaned, including wall board, insulation, flooring, furniture, clothing, and personal effects.  The emotional burden on the homeowner is significant, as neighbor by neighbor piles debris out by the road for disposal.  You and your church can contribute to Louisiana flood relief through the BGAV.  Donations will be used to assist our Baptist partners and volunteers on the ground with the cleanup and rebuilding efforts. · It is best if you put your magazines/books/literature in plastic ghrocery bags, tied with a bow or slip know, or in SMALL boxes.

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JRBA Executive Board Summary

July 11, 2016

Moderator, Marilyn Snoddy, opened the meeting with devotional thoughts based on Luke 15:10:  “ In the same way, I tell you, there is rejoicing in the presence of the angels of God over one sinner who repents.”    Jesus spoke these words in his parable of the Lost Sheep when he talked about searching for the one lost sheep.  Marilyn shared the advise of Pat Wright, WMUV President, that every church should have a GA group, even if there is only one girl.  She was that one girl in her church and now she is the WMUV President!  Marilyn shared that she started a GA group at Mt. Zion only thinking that there might be one girl, but now there are six girls attending.  She reminded us that we need to be faithful in order to be fruitful.  If we “do our best, God will do the rest.”  She then offered a prayer of gratitude and willingness to follow God’s direction for the association. 

The meeting was called to order and Frank Breault, Clerk, had the roll call of churches.  There were 19 in attendance, representing nine member churches.  The minutes of the April Executive Board Meeting were presented and approved.  The minutes of the Spring Meeting were presented and approved.  The Treasurer’s Report was presented and approved.  As of June 30, 2016, the Checking Account had a balance of $26,744.42.  This balance includes the following designated monies:  Additional Missions Fund - $278, Youth Encounter - $400, Local Missions & Impact VA Fund - $70.04, and Hispanic Ministry - $611.46.  Total receipts for the quarter were $7,541.83.  Total Disbursements were $15,372.53, including $700 to Mission Trip participants, $218.24 to Hispanic Ministry,  $9,591.14 to Stop Hunger Now, and $550 to BGAV More Than Nets (Spring Meeting Offering).  The Savings Account Balance stands at $4,145.17.  

Mrs. Betty Toney presented the John E. Mann, Sr. Benevolence Fund Report.  From April 1 – June 30, the fund assisted 2 stranded motorists with one night’s lodging and made a donation to a family who lost everything in a house fire.  Total disbursements were $210.00.  There were no contributions from the churches during  this quarter.  The checking account balance on June 30 was $3,208.91.  The report was approved as presented.  

Marilyn then introduced Rev. Jimmie Beale, Interim Pastor at Antioch Union, and Jimmy Dunn extended a warm welcome to him.  Marilyn mentioned the upcoming VBS, Homecomings, and Revivals.  She also told about the BGAV effort to make and distribute Flood Buckets to the victims of the West Virginia Flooding.  The cost of purchasing the items for a bucket is $75.00, but through a BGAV partnership with Home Depot, for every $150 contributed, they can assemble three buckets.  A motion was made, seconded, and approved for JRBA to send $150 to this effort.    Marilyn reminded everyone of the JRBA Annual Fall Meeting scheduled for Thursday, October  20, at Arvon Bapttist.

There were no other Officers’ Reports so Marilyn called for Committee Reports.  Representing the Missions Committee, Rev. Jimmy Dunn praised everyone for the generous giving to our May Stop Hunger Now Meal Packing effort.  Our churches raised over $9,000 and BGAV supplemented this with an additional $500.  Jimmy encouraged everyone to begin now to save contributions for our next meal packing event.    He also expressed his excitement and appreciation for all the groups and individuals who are involved in summer missions trips.  It was noted that Jones Chapel currently has a team of 19 adults and youth on mission in West Virginia.  Buckingham Baptist will be sending a team to Impact VA, Saluda, at the end of the month.  Jimmy then noted that we have three opportunities to assist our neighbors in West Virginia who have been impacted by the recent flooding.  First we can donate to the BGAV Flood Bucket project (as previously approved).  Another opportunity is available through First Baptist Dillwyn.  White Sulphur Springs, an area hit hard by the flooding, is in need of lime.  FBC is collecting  money for this cause.  Rev. Jimmie Beale announced that Antioch Union has already collected a trailer load of items and sent them to WV.  They are still collecting through July 18 -  items can be dropped off at Pearson Construction on Route 24.  (A list of items needed has been emailed to each church.)   They are working with a church in Lexington and their goal is to reach folks in isolated areas that may not benefit from other donations.  

Rev. Michael Khol noted that the Hispanic Ministry has hit somewhat of a lull.  In an effort to further encourage our Hispanic neighbors, a  Picnic/Game Day is being planned for Sunday, August 21, at Arvon , at 4:00 PM.  He asked that everyone continue to pray for our Hispanic Outreach.  Michael also noted that the Associational Picnic held on June 25 was a great time of fellowship for the 34 in attendance representing seven of our churches.  Rather than play softball, quite a few of the attendees engaged in a rousing game of Kickball.  The hotdogs and hamburgers, along with other dishes, were enjoyed by all.  Michael is hoping to have another fellowship event  later in the fall. 

Mrs. Valeria Brault, Operation InAsMuch Committee Chair, reminded everyone of the date for the JRBA Missions Blitz:  September 24.  She noted that she needs a contact person’s name and contact info for each church – she currently has heard from 10 churches and needs the rest as soon as possible.  She will plan a meeting in August to meet with the contact individuals.  At that time she will distribute a list of possible activities for the churches.  Additionally, each church can be thinking of activities they may want to do in their communities to reach out and show the love of Jesus.  Our goal is to involve all of our churches and as many members as possible.  Folks are again being asked to wear red shirts and name tags will be provided.  There will be a Pre-Event Rally on Friday, September 23, at Mt. Zion at 7:00 PM.  This will be an opportunity to meet for inspiration and prayer before the outreach on Saturday.  

There was no Old Business.  Phyllis announced that the landlord, Mr. James Snoddy, had the office exterminated and she has thoroughly cleaned it.  Mr. Snoddy has mentioned the possibility of replacing the carpeting with new flooring.  There was no New Business.  Marilyn asked if there were any additional announcements.  Betty Toney commented on the success of the Splash Event held at Buckingham Baptist.  Kathleen Jones made a motion to adjourn and the meeting was closed in prayer by Rev. Perry Clore.
