CHURCH OIAM PROJECTS

ANTIOCH (SCOTTSVILLE):  Our Five Loaves and Two Fish Ministry Meal was held on Saturday, September 24, as our OIAM outreach.  We served over 160 meals and gave out 87 boxes or bags of food.  

ANTIOCH UNION:  Members will be building an entry/exit  ramp on October 1, for a local lady who needs it before she can return to her home.  

BUCKINGHAM:  Several volunteers worked on the JRBA Roofing Project for a local family.  Some of the ladies of the church helped with providing food for the workers at that site.  Buckingham also had a group that spent the day at the Christian Oureach Center giving out hotdogs, water, and brownies to customers and workers.  It was a great day of sharing God’s love with the community.

CEDAR:  Cedar hosted an Appreciation Breakfast for all Law Enforment in the area on Saturday morning at 8:00 AM.  All of the officers’ families were invited, along with members from the Sheriff’s Advisory Committee.  There were 67 people in attendance with a good group of workers from the church taking part in preparing the breakfast and cleaning up afterwards.  Beginning at 9:00 AM, a group of Cedar’s young people were at the  Dillwyn Pharmacy passing out gift cards.  Special thanks to Sandra Poe and Lee Davis who headed up Cedar’s Operation InAsMuch events.  
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CHESTNUT GROVE:  Two ladies from Chestnut Grove supplied sandwiches for lunch to the workers at the JRBA Roofing Project.  

FIRST BAPTIST DILLWYN:  Approximately 75 members of First Baptist Dillwyn were involved in the various projects for OIAM.  Many of them took part in two or more outreach projects.  Six members helped at the JRBA Roofing Project.  Five members walked in a Prayer Walk throughout the town of Dillwyn.  They went from house to house and prayed for the needs of the residents.  Some took a Prayer Walk throughout the church and prayed in the sanctuary and all rooms of the church.  Four members gave out quarters and scripture verses to folks at the Dillwyn Laundromat.  Members of an Adult SS Class made and delivered favors and treats to the workers at the Five CountyFair.  Some members worked on the driveway and yard of a family that needed easier access to the highway.  Mission Friends and their leaders made and delivered handmade cards to the residents of Heritage Hall and sang for them.  The Youth and their leaders repaired and pressure washed a deck for a family that has blessed the Youth Group through the years.  Some members wrote personal letters/notes to nearly 80 college studnts, military personnel, shut-ins, and persons with various illnesses.  Another Adult SS Class gave and delivered an abundance of food to a family with 6 children.  The family was very grateful.  The members of FBC were truly blessed by carrying out these OIAM prjoects and pray they blessed the lives of others. 

GOSHEN:  Eleven adults and three children participated in the OIAM project.  They went to Envoy in Fork Union and spoke to the residents that were able to come to the dining hall and sang a couple of hymns with them.  They then visited all the residents that were not able to come to the gathering and presented them with gifts that were collected from the congregation.

MT. TABOR:  Soup, cakes, and cookies were delivered to nine families by members of the church.

MT. ZION:  Mt. Zion held their Fall festival in connection with OIAM on Saturday, September 24.  A lot of the community came out for a day of fun.  On Friday, they gathered with other churches to pray and praise God for what He would do through them on Saturday.  They opened the Saturday’s events with the  Fork Union Military Academy Color Guard walking down the drive and stopping to say the Pledge of Allegiance to the United States of America and honoring the men and women who are serving and who have served our country.  They recognized the Buckingham County Sheriff, 22 deputies, and 9 dispatchers with a meal ticket of $10 each to Teresa’s Place.  Sheriff Kidd brought finger printing cards for parents to finger print their children.  Representatives of Gideon International handed out New Testaments.  They had a fire truck, cars, trucks,and tractors on display.  They had Gospel music, games, and free drawings for gift certificates from local businesses, Freida’s, Food Lion, Reid’s Supermarket, and two tickets for a Buckingham Branch Railroad train ride, hot dogs, and snacks.  They sold stew for $7/quart to be used for OCC Shoebox shipping costs.  $980 was raised for this effort.  The day ended with a tent revival service with Wesley Yoder, Maysville Baptist, bringing God’s Word – what a great ending to a great day!

MULBERRY GROVE:  Members worked on several OIAM projects contributing time, money, and materials. SUNDAY SCHOOL DIRECTORS & TEACHERS

Excerpt from his BGAV Blog Post – 9/13/16

4 Ways to Honor Sabbath & Sunday School

“I am the true vine, and my Father is the gardener.  He cuts off every branch in me that bears no fruit, while every branch that does bear fruit he prunes so that it will be even more fruitful.  You are already clean because of the word I have spoken to you.  Remain in me, as I also remain in you.  No branch can bear fruit by itself; it must remain in the vine. Neither can you bear fruit unless you remain in me.”

1 John 15:1-4 (NIV)

How can we be the most productive Sunday School teachers for our class/community:  We need to make sure we have time for renewal and re-creation.  One of the great reminders of this for me was my time in a discipleship huddle…I was reminded of the need for Sabbath, not as a way to rest from all of my work, but the time to abide in Christ so I am more effective in my work.  Here is the crux of it all:  Do you work in order to have time to rest or recreate?  Do you rest/abide in Christ in order to work out of God’s design for you?  Too often our priorities get out of the appropriate order and we need to be reminded of time away from it all with God for rest, renewal, abiding, and pruning.  Here are some ideas for you as teachers to remain effective:
· Take time each day for God…not just preparing a SS lesson.  We each need some quiet time with God…whatever energizes you in your relationship with God is appropriate.  Though prayer on bended knee is important, so is prayer in other ways each day.

· Have a Sabbath day each week…God chose for each of us to have a Sabbath day to rest and abide.  (See Genesis 2:1-3 NIV)

· We need longer periods of time for pruning and abiding each year…Pick some time each year to seek renewal for your soul…part of this time is pruning for teachers.  This is a time of training and renewal as well.  Doctors, lawyers, teachers, and other professions need continuing education each year.  Why not Sunday School teachers?  We have the greatest responsibility in sharing God’s Word.  Take time for training each year.  You may want to take a Sunday off and go hear another teacher in your church or another church…So how do we make time for vacation/training?  Make sure you are mentoring someone as an apprentice.  Every teacher needs an apprentice to train.  When we do so, we will have plenty of new teachers to fill in for us and be prepared to teach a new class. 

· Help your church see the potential for Sabbaticals.  All church staff should have opportunities for an extended period of time for sabbatical.   (Sabbatical) is a time , 1-3 months, for rest, renewal, and continuing education, to fan the flame within and step back to see a clearer vision for your ministry…(Taking a Sabbatical) decreases burnout and provides energized teachers when they return.    The bottom line is we sin against God when we do not take periods of time each day, each week, each year, and longer periods to abide in Christ.
