ADDITIONAL CHURCH OIAM PROJECTS

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VIRGINIA BAPTIST DISASTER RELIEF

On Monday, October 10, the call came out asking for volunteers to go to Rocky Mount, NC, to leave that day or Tuesday.  Gayle Noble and I cleared it with our employoers on Monday and went home to pack.  We left Bucknigham about 6:30 AM Tuesday morning and headed to Rocky Mount, NC, and reported in to the Feeding Unit.  Gayle was assigned to work the ovens and I was assigned to assist with the administrative duties.  We were blessed to stay at the Englewood Baptist Church and volunteer with a NC Baptist Men’s Group.  We served until Friday morning, October 14, when the two kitchens were moved to Wallace, NC.  35,000 meals were served through Wednesday, October 19, and the kitchens closed on Friday, October 21. 

BGAV Disaster Relief sent a call out last week for volunteers for the mud out and clean up and they also will be staying in Rocky Mount.  These volunteers will assist the home owners in salvaging  whatever they can of what is left of their homes.  Most often the homeowners do not have flood insurance because of living in a flood prone area.  

The majority of the volunteers are retired, one gentleman celebrated his 88th birthday and his wife is 87.  Don’t ever think you are too old to serve.  Remember God does not call the equipped, he equips the called!

Training for Disaster Relief occurs in the spring.  Please get the training as it is never a matter of “if” it happens to us, it is a matter of “when” a disaster will occur in our area.  When it does happen we want to have encough volunteers to be able to help our neighbors during a time of need.

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JRBA Executive Board Meeting
October 10, 2016
Moderator, Marilyn Snoddy, called the meeting to order and presented a devotional on Isaiah 43:18-19:  Forget the former things; do not dwell on the past.  See, I am doing a new thing!  Now it springs up; do you note perceive it?...  JRBA is moving into a new year and Marilyn noted that she will continue as Moderator for her second year.  Much of nature is based on repetition   (ex:  seasons of the year) and, as creatures of nature, it is our nature to repeat ourselves.  Often in our churches, folks don’t want change, but God’s way is a way of change (I am doing a new thing!)  Just as we are changed by knowing God, we need to sometimes make changes and try new things as we work to build His kingdom.  In this new year, let’s take new steps and change when it is needed.  We must choose to live not just in the natural, but in the supernatural!  We need to keep the things that are good and take on new things as God leads.  For example, our Operation InAsMuch Outreach and Michael Khol’s outreach to the churches are good things   so, we will continue to do some of the same things, but we need to look at the year ahead afresh and anew.  We need to walk in the newness of spirit.   Marilyn then led in a prayer of seeking God’s guidance for this new year and the courage to walk in the newness of the spirit.

Frank Breault, Clerk, had the Roll Call of Churches.  There were 21 in attendance, representing 11 churches.  The minutes of the July 11, 2016, meeting were presented and approved.  In the absence of Treasurer, Tommy Joe Steger, Jr., the Treasurer’s Quarterly Report was presented and approved .  As of September 30, 2016, the checking account balance stood at $28,322.90.  This balance includes the following designated monies:  Additional Missions Fund - $128; Youth Encounter - $400; Local Missions + Impact VA - $70.04; Hispanic Ministry - $432.90; Stop Hunger Now - $417; and   Memorial Gift for JRBA Mission Trip - $100 .  Total receipts for the quarter were $6,394.90 and total disbursements were $4,761.58.  Disbursements included $100 to Mission Trip(Gary Clore - Zimbahwe), Hispanic Ministry - $278.56, BGAV-WV Flood Buckets - $150, and Spreading God’s Gifts (OIAM Roofing Project) - $400. The Savings Account balance stood at $4,154.47.  Phyllis Tyler then presented the Finance Committee’s Report along with the Proposed Budget for 2016-2017.  She outlined the following changes to the budget:  

· Under Missions Giving, the line item Local Missions will be combined with the previously designated Additional Missions Fund and will be allocated $700.  (In 2015-2016, no money was transferred to either fund because carryover and designated gifts covered all expenditures.)  Youth Encounter was eliminated as a line item since there has not been an event for the past two years.  These changes resulted in an overall increase in Missions Giving of $200.  
· Under Office Expenses, the line item for Annuals was eliminated since we have not had an annual published since 2012.  The Finance Committee noted that all business information is included in the monthly newsletters so there is not need to duplicate that information.  The committee directed Phyllis to compile an Associational Directory as soon as possible.  The will be funded under regular office expenses (supplies + copier maintenance) and payroll.  Postage was decreased from $1,100 to $1000.  Supplies were increased from $900 to $1,000.  The overall decrease to Office Expenses is $500.  

· There will be no changes to Payroll Expenses as Phyllis requested that she not be given a raise.  Since her earnings for 2015-2016 were below the budgeted amount, the current amounts set aside should cover the additional hours to do the Associational Directory. 

The overall proposed budget for 2016-2017 is $24,371.00, representing a $300 total reduction.   (A copy of the proposed budget can be found on page 15 of the newsletter.)  In a time of discussion, Rev. Jimmy Dunn asked that Phyllis be given a raise of .05/hour, but she declined, stating that she would not want to take a raise in a time when many of our churches are experiencing struggles to meet their own budgets.  She feels that JRBA has been able to do many good missions projects in the past year and has helped many people and she wants to see that continue.  She is hopeful that churches will continue to fund JRBA at the same level they did last year.  The Proposed Budget was approved as presented.  

Marilyn then gave her report and also noted what a blessed year we have had.  She noted that the BGAV Disaster Relief has called out volunteers to go to Rocky Mount, NC, to man two feeding units.   Liz Steger and Gayle Noble will leave on October 11, to help.  If others are interested, please contact BGAV Disaster Relief(Aaron Lee).  She then introduced and welcomed Rev. Woody Moore, and his wife, Janice.  Woody is the new pastor at Mt. Zion.  She noted that Mt. Tabor also has a new pastor, Rev. Ron Nida.  Marilyn noted that she was chosen as the new JRBA nominee to the BGAV Mission Council – new nominees will be voted on at the BGAV Annual Meeting in November.  She plans to attend and is hopeful many others from JRBA plan to attend as well.   She also noted that The Gathering web cast was shown at Mt. Zion on the importance of continual praying and prophesying.  Rev. Moore noted that it dealt with the need for true revival – repenting and being intentional about God.  He noted that what happens in America is not dependent upon whom becomes president, but on what the church does. 
Mrs. Betty Toney, WMU Director, reminded us that the JRBA World Day of Prayer Observance will be on Monday, November 7, at First Baptist Dillwyn.  There will be a speaker from Madeline’s House in Farmville, and ½ of the offering will go to Madeline’s House and ½ to the Women’s Department of the Baptist World Alliance.  There were no other officers’ reports.  

Rev. Jimmy Dunn began the Missions Committee Report by thanking everyone for their recent participation in Operation InAsMuch.  He thanked Mrs. Valeria Breault for her commitment and hard work for this event.  He also noted that JRBA collected over $9,000 and packed over 38,000 meals for Stop Hunger Now in 2016.  Our next event will be held on May 7, at Maysville Multi-Purpose Center.  He encouraged everyone to begin contributing to this cause so that we can pack even more meals in 2017.    He thanked Rev. Michael Khol for his leadership with the Hispanic Bible Study and Prison Ministry.   Jimmy reminded everyone of the Blue Ridge Food Distribution that takes place very 2nd and 4th Friday at the Crystal Cathedral in Dillwyn.  Volunteers are needed for that ministry as they continue to distribute food  to approximately 300 families each time.  He commended several worthy missions endeavors carried out by various churches during 2015-2016.  He encouraged everyone to continue to support BGAV Disaster Relief as they continue to reach out during times of natural disaster throughout the state, the country, and the world.  He is hopeful that JRBA will continue the strong emphasis on missions next year.  

Marilyn presented the report from the Program Committee, along with the program.    The Program Committee recommended that the offering for the Fall Meeting be given to BGAV Disaster Relief as they will be very involved with the Hurricane Matthew cleanup as well as continuing ministry as natural disasters occur.  The Program for the Annual Fall Meeting  and the committee’s recommendation was  approved.     Valeria Breault told about the recent Operation InAsMuch Missions Blitz held on September 24.  She noted that good weather graced the event this year.  All 18 churches were involved in some way, contributing financially, completing projects themselves, and/or participating in the JRBA Roofing Project headed up by Michael Khol.   She extended her thanks to him for being in charge of that combined effort.  There were 66 projects with over 400 volunteers involved this year.  Valeria also reminded everyone to get their project pictures to Michael as soon as possible for inclusion in the slide show at the Annual Meeting on October 20.  Michael noted that the Roofing Project was a true blessing.  The plan had been to replace half of a roof, but due to the funds contributed by JRBA and Mt. Zion, and the willingness of the volunteers, a rain date has been set to complete the other half of the roof as well.  He expressed his gratitude for those who came out and worked together, and to those who furnished ample food for the workers.  He said the project was a wonderful opportunity to get to know and work together with folks from other churches, but it was also a project that made a tremendous difference in the life of one family.    It was truly accomplishing together what one church could not do alone.  Rita Harris presented the Nominating Committee’s Report.  Rev. Geoff Bruschi has agreed to serve as Discipleship Director for 2016-2017.  Rev. Doug Adams’ recent relocation vacated the position.  The position of Music Director is still vacant.  The addition to the Slate of Officers was approved. 
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There was no Old Business.  Under New Business, Marilyn noted that the JRBA Office Copier may soon need to be replaced and suggested that the recent donation of $2500 might be used for that expense.  A brief discussion ensued on the possibility of leasing vs. purchasing a copier.  Rev. Perry Clore made a motion that the $2,500 be earmarked for a copier (when needed).  After further discussion, he amended his motion to include  that Phyllis Tyler, Tommy Joe Steger, Jr. and Rev. Michael Khol serve on an Ad Hoc  Copier  Committee to oversee the transaction at the appropriate time.  The current copier will be used as long as feasible.  The motion was seconded and approved.  

Marilyn then went over the printed announcements in the representatives’ packets.  Additionally, Jimmy announced a Benefit for Brandi Johnson to be held at First Baptist Dillwyn on October 30.  Betty Toney announced a Benefit for Rose Mageletti Rae at Buckingham on October 15.  Valeria Breault reminded everyone that October is Pastor Appreciation Month.  Marilyn then asked Rev. Geoff Bruschi to adjourn the meeting with prayer.

JRBA 184th Annual Fall Meeting

October 20, 2016
The 184th Annual Fall Meeting met at Arvon Baptist on Thursday, October 20, 2016.  The theme for the meeting was, Then He said to his disciples, “The harvest is plentiful, but the workers are few.  Ask the Lord of the harvest, therefore, to send out workers into his harvest field.  Matthew 9:37-38 (NIV) As the 66 messengers and visitors registered and chatted, slides were looping of various 2016 Operaton InAsMuch projects conducted by our churches and the association.  The opening hymn was Oh, How He Loves You and Me.  Rev. Geoff Bruschi, Arvon, gave a heartfelt welcome and a brief devotional based on the theme.  He compared the church’s job of evangelism to the promotional advertising of great commercial companies, like Coca Cola.  He noted that great companies have large visions.  If we as Christians and the church can get our motivation right and have a vision, we can accomplish anything.  Mrs. Marilyn Snoddy, Moderator, called the meeting to order.  Frank Breault, Clerk had the roll call of churches.  There were 66 messengers, pastors, and visitors present from 14 churches.  Mrs. Snoddy presented the Program and announced that the Executive Board approved the offering to go to  BGAV Disaster Relief.  The Program and recommendation was approved.  Dr. Jeff Cranford brought greetings from the BGAV.  He spoke briefly on the BGAV Disaster Relief involvement in NC and reminded everyone that the Central Region will have a breakout session at eh BGAV Annual meeting on November 14-16 to nominate individuals to the Mission Council.   Dr. Don Campbell gave a brief report on the BGAV Stewardship Program.  He noted that there is a great deal of stewardship material available to churches from the BGAV.  Those wanting materials should contact BGAV Treasurer, David Washburn, at 804-915-5000.  Mrs. Judy Ownby led us in remembering our deceased members for 2015-2016.  She shared Philippines 1:3-6 and then read the names of the faithful members who have gone to be with the Lord.  She then led the group in a prayer of remembrance. 

Most of the reports were in written form in the Book of Reports for 2015-2016.  Mrs. Snoddy gave the Time/Place/Preacher Report stating that the 185th Semi-Annual Spring meeting will be held on Thursday, May 11, 2017, at Buckingham Baptist, and the 185th Annuall Fall meeting will be held on Thursday, October 19, 2017, at Cedar Baptist.  Mrs. Snoddy then introduced new pastors:  Rev. Jimmie Beale, Interim at Antioch Union, and Rev. Woody Moore, Pastor at Mt. Zion.  She also noted that Rev. Ron Nida is the new pastor at Mt. Tabor.  She then gave the Moderator’s Report, mentioning the extensive mission programs the JRBA has participated in this year, including Stop Hunger Now, Disaster Relief, and mission trips to Bland County, India, Honduras, El Salvador, SE Asia, and West Virginia.  She also mentioned that the BGAV has a new program, “Minister Matching” that will help Pastoral Search Committees find a new pastor.  In addition, she said that Disaster Relief has called for trained volunteers to go to Wallace, NC, for 3 – 4 days to help with the feeding unit.  

Mrs. Snoddy presented the Finance Committee’s Report.  The proposed budget, with changes and additions, was presented and approved.  (See details in the Executive Board Meeting summary.  See the budget on page 15.)  Mrs. Snoddy presented the Nominating Committee Report, noting that Rev. Geoff Bruschi had agreed to be the new Discipleship Director since Rev. Doug Adams has left the area.  In addition, she has agreed to be a nominee for his position on the BGAV Mission Council.  The Slate of Officers was approved as presented.  Rev. Jimmy Dunn, Missions Co-Chair, thanked everyone for the great year of mission work.  He mentioned Operation InAsMuch, commenting on the great weather and the 18 churches involved.  He mentioned Stop Hunger Now, stating that the next packing event would be on May 7, 2017, at the Maysville Multipurpose Center.  He also mentioned Disaster Relief and how many have gone on mission trips.  In addition, he mentioned the need for volunteers for the Blue Ridge Food Distribution.  He thanked everyone for all they do.  The 2015-2016 Book of Reports was presented for approval.  A motion was made, seconded, and approved.  

Mrs. Snoddy presented the awards for JRBA’s Top Giving Church to the 2015 Lottie Moon Offering and the 2015 Annie Armstrong Offering.  Both awards were presented to Buckingham Baptist. 

Rev. Richard Tuttle gave a brief report on Jones Chapel’s mission trip to WV.  They went to a poor community with a high rate of addiction to prescription drugs and alcohol.  They found opportunities to evangelize, walking the streets telling or God and doing outreach to the children.  They learned from the trip that God is a Mission God.  Pastor Tuttle also pointed out that God has opened doors in the Cumberland Schools.  

Mrs. Gayle Noble  showed a brief video of the first morning in NC with Disaster Relief, highlighting feeding  units and shower units.  She said participating was an amazing experience.  On Tuesday, they sent out 2,400 meals, on Wednesday 6,500 meals, and on Thursday, after lunch, they had to shut down and relocate.  Mrs. Noble  said it was an honor to work with the other volunteers from across Virginia and that we are never too old to help.  God doesn’t call the equipped, He equips the called.  She also stated that as of October 19, the food unit had served 35,000 meals.    

The first session was concluded with a benediction and blessing by Rev. Geoff Bruschi.  Everyone adjourned to the fellowship hall for supper.  

After enjoying a delicious meal, folks reassembled in the sanctuary for worship.  The service included uplifting and worshipful music and a thought provoking message.   The special music was provided by the Bruschi family – Geoff, Angela, and Kelsey.  The songs included Your Great Name, Revelation Song, and Glorious Day.  It set a very prayerful mood for the remainder of the service.

Several prayers were offered during the service by Rev. Woody Moore, Rev. Jimmie Beale, and Rev. Geoff Bruschi.  An offering benefitting BGAV Disaster Relief was received in the amount of $756.00.  

The evening’s message entitled The Peril of Independence was brought by Dr. Don Campbell using scriptures,  Isaiah 53:4-5 and Psalm 23:1.  Dr. Campbell emphasized the importance of working together and gathering in corporate worship.  He tied these ideas to the JRBA theme:  Accomplishing Together What We Cannot Do Alone.  Dr. Campbell noted the importance of the JRBA Pastors’ Huddle, joining together for mission emphasis projects, fellowship events, and supporting each other on a  regular basis.  Dr. Campbell pointed out that although the workers are few at times with much to accomplish, Jesus is there in everything we do and that we only have t o call on Him on a daily basis.  The service concluded with the installation and commissioning of the 2016-2017 officers by Rev. Jimmy Dunn.  He issued a challenge to the officers to be focused on the importance of their roles and encouraged all others to be supportive of them as they strive to carry out their responsibilities.
