CHURCH OUTREACH

Antioch (Scottsville) held the Fall Festival on Saturday, November 19, and it was a blast!  The event was planned by Erin Lamonte and others.  They had a great turnout and out of the visitors that came, they had five (at least) come to Sunday service the following day.  What a blessing!  They had brunswick stew, face painting, cake walks, hay rides, candy/caramel apples, pumpklin patch, bouncy houses, and music by the Worship Team.  It was an awesome day.  Antioch’s 5 Loaves and 2 Fish Ministry Meal for November served a hot Thanksgiving  lunch to over 145 and gave out about 90 food boxes.  A lot of the famiies come from Buckingham County.  

NOTE FROM ANTIOCH:  If any JRBA churches would like to open a food pantry for their area, please let Antioch know.  Their group would be happy to speak at your church and give out some pointers.  There is an apparent need for this service in Buckingham,

Antioch’s church members and the Girl Scout troop that meets there worked together on their OCC shoeboxes.  The Boomer Sunday School Class is having a Christmas cookie sale to raise funds to help needy persons in the community.  Pastor Dave Vogt and Malcolm Warfield will be going on a missionary trip to India in January.   

On November 7, the Women on Mission, Cedar, had a Samaritan’s Purse shoebox packing party complete with a pizza dininer.  The children of the church packed the shoeboxes, complete with some items they had made themselves. 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Jones Chapel is helping a family this Christmas through the Cumberland Christmas Mother program.  Plans are to provide a single mother, 11-year old twins (a boy and a girl), and a 2-year old girl with nice gifts of  toys, clothes, and food.  

Brenda McAllister, Dorothy Davis, Janice Moore, and Marilyn Snoddy, Mt. Zion,  attended the WMUV Women’s Get away.  They took 15 boxes of Christmas gifts for Standing Rock Indian Reservation  and gently-used shoes for Shoes 4 Hope.  This program helps get orphans and other children off the streets in DR Congo, give them food, and a safe place to live.  Also, $230 was donated to help with shipping for these two projects.  The WMU gave $200 to an offering for India and $380 to WMUV to Bridge The Gap.  Mt. Zion Prayer Ministry opened Mt. Zion church on Saturday before Thanksgiving for those who wanted to come by and pray.  
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Mulberry Grove  held its annual Harvest Festival on November 5.  It was a wonderful time of fun and fellowship for children of all ages.  There was brunswick stew and hot dogs as well as sides and desserts.  Activities included corn hole, face painting, decorating pumpkins, a cake/cupcake walk, Bud Whitten’s mule and wagon ride, and a wonderful new game with wearable inflated bubbles that the adults  enjoyed as much as the children.  Mulberry Grove focused on the hygiene kits for the Fluvanna Women’s Correctional Facility and the shoeboxes for Operation Christmas Child during November.  Brunswick stew from the Harvest Festival was delivered to shut-ins and members of the community.  Members continue to work faithfully at the bi-monthly food distribution at the Crystal Cathedral, and others are very active with the Hispanic Ministry.  Outreach to shut-ins continues to be a major emphasis.  Projects for December include the Lottie Moon Christmas Offering and donations for the exam care packages for Longwood and Hampden Sydney.  A January emphasis will be the weekend backpack ministry.  

Seven Rose of Sharon members, joined by Trish Stone of Mineral Baptist Church, attended the WMUV Women’s Getaway at Eagle Eyrie.  Connect the Dots Between Life and Faith featured outstanding inspirational speakers and a diverse  number of exceptional breakout sessions.  (The ladies from Sharon hope to see more of their JRBA sisters at the 2017 Getaway.)  Rose of Sharon contributed Christmas gift items (toys, hats, gloves, scarves, hygiene and school supplies) for the children of Standing Rock; gently-used shoes for Shoes 4 Hope, proceeds of which will help fund food, housing and education for orphans in the Democratic Republic of Congo; and winter coasts, hats, gloves, and scarves  for Hats for the Homeless in Charlottesville. 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2016 BGAV Annual Meeting

At least 15 folks from JRBA attended the 2016 BGAV Annual Meeeting held in Roanoke, November 14 – 16.

Breakout sessions dealing with preaching, disaster response, refugee ministry, church web sites, and women in ministry were available on Monday afternoon.  After supper, participants attended a powerful worship service led by Rev. Barry Green and the adult choir of Bonsack Baptist.  They presented A Shepherd’s Heart, a musical presentation featuring singing, an orchestra, hand bells, and readings.  The 89 member choir presented an inspiring and touching program.  It was truly a blessing to all in attendance.  After the musical, Dr. John Upton offered an interpretation on the meeting’s them, “The New Way”.  He reminded Virginia Baptists of the heritage from which we come, to remember who we are and whose we are!  

On Tuesday, the first business session was led by 1st Vice President Stuart Crow presiding in President Nancy Stanton McDaniel’s place who was with her mother in a time of illness.  During the business session several individuals were honored with resolutions of appreciation.  Plaques were presen ed for Dick Bidwell, Daniel Carro, Charles Chandler, Tom Ingram, and Brent Walker.  Daphne Almarode and Jennifer Mullins received certificates of appreciation for their years of service as Collegiate Ministers at James Madison University and Radford University, respectively.  Reports were presented from the Virginia Baptist Executive Board, including the 2017 proposed budget.  (The budget was further discussed in an afternoon breakout session.)  BGAV welcomed two new partners, Campbell University Divinity School and Northern Seminary.  After the business session, rousing music was presented by Brass 5 and Bonsack’s senior pastor, Rev. Chris Cadenhead, preached from 1 Corinthians 1.  

Virginia Baptist Disaster Relief not only prepared lunch for attendees at a cost of $5, but also were seen throughout the conference with trays of warm cinnamon rolls, cookies, and brownies.  Delicious dinners prepared by Bonsack’s chef were available on Monday and Tuesday evenings.  

Tuesday afternoon, messengers and guests attended regional meetings.  Rev. Michael Khol, Mulberry Grove,  participated on a panel for the Central Region which discussed the advantages of serving in a small rural church.  Michael spoke on the family atmosphere in his church and the percentage of members involved in ministry.  Rev. Katie McKown, Scottsville Baptist, told about a new program in her church aimed at members’ getting to know one another better.  Each family unit was randomly given another’s name and encouraged to have a meal with them, either at some community event, in their home, or in a restaurant.  Folks have gotten closer and more involved in each other’s lives.  Katie also shared about several outreach activities that church members have initiated.  Rev. Don Harvey, Bybee’s Road  Baptist, talked about ways his congregation has reached out to one another and to folks in the community (love offering for stroke victim, Bible study at the nursing home, Meet ‘n Greet on Wednesday nights, Easter Egg Hunt, VBS, etc.).  The session was facilitated by Dr. Jeff Cranford, Field Strategist for the Central Region.  The group approved the following nominees for the BGAV Mission Council:  Rev. Gary Anderson, Central (filling the unexpired term of Rev. Doug Adams), Rev. Jillian Andrzejewski, Mooreland,  (2nd term), Rev. David Clay, Amherst (2nd term), Jeanette McCloud, Bybee’s Road (2nd term), Rev. Greg McCormick, Woodland (1st term), and Marilyn Snoddy, Mt. Zion (1st term).  Rev. Katie McKown, Scottsville, and Rev. Ben Jamison, Effort, will be nominees for the BGAV Executive Board.  One thing that came out of the Central Regional meeting was that small churches would like for BGAV to schedule small church conferences in order to address their unique needs in ministering.

Eleven breakouts followed the regional meetings.  During the evening, Bonsack’s praise band led worship.  Gabe Lyons, founder of Q Ideas, a learning community that mobilizes Christians to advance the common good in society, and author of several books, including Good Faith, spoke on “What does it look like for Jesus to show up in our churches this year, the next year, and the next generation?”  After his talk, he opened the floor for questions, engaging messengers on the topic of the church in present-day culture.  The day ended with a dessert fellowship sponsored by Entrust Financial Credit Union.  

The final business session was held on Wednesday morning.  The 2017 budget was passed with little discussion.  Messengers elected new officers for 2016:   Mr. Stuart Crow, First Baptist, Waynesboro – President, Rev. George Fletcher, retired pastor,   First Baptist, Winchester – 1st Vice President,

Rev. Michael Cheuk, Church Consultant, University Baptist,  Charlottesville – 2nd Vice President, and Fred Anderson, River Road, Richmond – Clerk (His 35th year).

The body also approved new Mission Council members.  Carl Johnson was approved as chair of the Executive Board.  Becky McKinney, Kevin Meadows, Herbert Ponder, Adam Tyler, and Michael Jordan were all nominated to serve on the BGAV Executive Board.
