 The boys and girls of Jones Chapel are serious about collecting money for Rise Against Hunger.  Each Sunday, Pastor Richard gives them an opportunity at the beginning of worship service to bring their offerings and drop them in the pink or blue bucket to help feed the hungry. Zion provided regreshments for the Arvonia Fire Department’s monthly meeting.  They had homemade baked goods, fruit, chips, dip, and assorted snacks.  The Department serves them and welcomed them in return.  

Additionally, Mt. Zion Baptist Men sent $180 and Mt. Zion WMU sent $100 to the Bland County Ministry Center’s  “Blue Envelope Project” to provide funds for construction materials for their  summer buidling projects throughout the area.

Sharon continues to grow the offering for Rise Against Hunger, and is currently collecting items for the Bland Ministry Center.  Rose of Sharon (WMU) is providing meals and visits to the sick and homebound.
