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JRBA Meal Packing Event – May 7, 2017

On May 7, 2017, the James River Baptist Association held its ninth meal packing event for Rise Against Hunger (formerly Stop Hunger Now).  RAH is an international hunger relief organization that distributes food and life-saving aid to the world’s most vulnerable people, and works to end global hunger by 2030.  792.5 million people across the world don’t receive enough nutrition to lead an active, healthy life.   In 2016, 376,000 volunteers around the globe put their hands on hunger through Rise Against Hunger events resulting in 1 million lives being nourished through their meals and other aid.  

The James  River Baptist Association became involved in this outreach in 2010.  Since that time, they have raised over $58,000 and packaged 216,053 meals for hungry people in the Ivory Coast, Haiti, Uganda, the Philippines, Vietnam, Zimbabwe, Cambodia, and Nicaragua.  Maysville Baptist, individuals, and the Baptist General Association of Virginia have partnered with JRBA to make this possible.  

One hundred sixteen volunteers, representing 12 area churches, gathered at Maysville Baptist Multi-Purpose Center to work cooperatively in getting the meals packed and ready for shipment.  Folks of all ages worked on various tasks to get the job done.  From putting labels on boxes to carting 50 pound bags of rice and soy to multiple bagging stations, there was a job for everyone.  The 32,184 meals packaged at this event are tagged to go to Orphan Network in Nicaragua.  

This effort is just one way in which the churches of James River Baptist Association emulate their motto, “Accomplishing Together What We Cannot Do Alone”.

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MISSIONS COMMITTEE REPORT

Our Rise Against Hunger Packaging Project was a tremendous blessing as 116 volunteers of all ages gathered at Maysville Baptist Church to package 32,184 meals to go to an Orphan Network in Nicaragua.  We sincerely thank each person who helped package the food and each one who gave money to purchase the ingredients for the packages.  I hope we have all begun to set aside quarters or dollars daily, weekly, or monthly for next year’s Rise Against Hunger packaging event.

More Than Nets:  Rev. Adam Tyler gave an inspiring presentation on his involvement in the More Than Nets mission work in Ghana at our Spring Meeting.  He reported that over 81,000 mosquito nets have been installed in homes of Ghana residents, many churches have been established, and thousands of people have accepted Jesus as Savior.  A love offering of $1,057 was given for More Than Nets.  These funds will purchase over 100 nets, establish some churches, and allow the Gospel to be preached to many people.

Mission Teams:  We are pleased that some mission teams from our association have recently gone out and many more will be going forth during the summer.

· Austin Williams (Mulberry Grove) and Ashley Hellerstedt and Olivia Leatherwood (First Baptist Dillwyn) took part in a Virginia Baptist Kairos Mission Initiative Team to Vienna, Austria, on May 22 – 31.

· Bland Mission Team – Eleven from our association went on a mission trip to the Bland Ministry Center, May 21 – 27.  We served many people through the food distribution, clothes ministry, grass cutting, plumbing work, secretarial work, and in other ways.  Our lives were richly blessed and we pray we blessed the lives of many people of the area.  Thanks to the individuals and churches who gave money and supplies to make our trip possible.  Thanks also for your prayers.

· Antioch (Scottsville) will send a mission to Zimbabwe, Africa, July 10 – 21.

· The Youth Group of First Baptist Dillwyn will be going to TEAMEfforts Mission Camp June 18 – 24 to aide needy families with home repairs.

The 2017 James River Baptist Association Bland Mission Team traveled to the Bland Ministry Center on Sunday, May 21, for a week of volunteering and helping others.  The Bland Ministry Center is a multi-faceted non-profit Christian social ministry founded in 1980 by the East River Baptist Association, which is a small association of only 12 churches.  The center is also supported through the Baptist General Association of Virginia’s Alma Hunt State Missions offering and contributions from individuals, churches, organizations, and denominational entities.  The center has grown in its ministries to the people of the Appalachian region.  It now includes a food ministry, a clothing ministry, a dental clinic, and construction ministry.  A limited staff, numbers of dedicated regular volunteers, and teams of volunteers from all over the United States work together to serve the people of the area.

Eleven volunteers from First Baptist Dillwyn, Mt. Zion Baptist , Mulberry Grove, and Sharon  spent the week working alongside the staff and regular volunteers on the ministry center campus.  They worked in all ministry capacities.  They packaged foods, helped with the weekly food distribution, sorted clothes and household items, moved donated items to various buildings, did plumbing and other construction work on the house being prepared for the dentists’ quarters and the volunteer house, did lawn work (grass cutting and weed eating), performed secretarial tasks, and spent time organizing and cleaning various areas of the campus.  Most of the week was rainy, but the Lord provided just enough sunshine for the outside jobs to get done.  Everyone enjoyed the fellowship with one another and with the staff and volunteers there.  Nightly devotions were inspiring and the group bonded by working together in Jesus’ name to help others.  Each person went to bless others, but, in turn, was blessed themselves. 
Antioch Union, Buckingham, Chestnut Grove, First Baptist Dillwyn, Goshen, Mt. Zion, Mulberry Grove, Sharon, and Tar Wallet all contributed items for the ministry.  Underwear, toothpaste, peanut butter, school supplies (+dictionaries & calculators), Ziploc freezer bags, plastic shopping bags, and Campbell’s soup labels were all contributed and delivered to the center.  Dr. Cary Bryant and Dr. Wes Saxon also contributed items for the dental clinic.  The S.E.E.D. Ministry and First Baptist Dillwyn made monetary donations for the Ministry Center.  Cedar and Sharon  churches  and several individuals made monetary donations to the team.   Along with team members’ contributions, these funds provided food and supplies as well as new pillows for the volunteer house, trashcans for all bedrooms and a new coffeemaker.  These items will help all volunteer teams throughout the year.  All remaining funds were donated to the work of the Bland Ministry Center.  (A total of $1,222.07 was presented to the director.  This included  $250 for the Ministry Center and  $250 for the Dental Clinic budgeted by JRBA.)  The team appreciated the generosity of so many in making this trip affordable  for each of them and for the opportunity to help the Ministry Center monetarily as well.
The 2018 trip will be May 20 – 26.  Begin to pray now to see if God is calling YOU to be a part of the team next year.
